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RIVERDALE LANDSLIDE

On Sunday, November 19, 2017, an
unexpected landslide rumbled down the
hillside, below Riverdale City’s east bench,
covering the Spring Creek Road and the
farmland to the west with mud, trees, water
and debris. Emergency crews immediately y
responded. Geologists from Weber County were
immediately notified, along with the Weber County
Emergency Management Office, all of which quickly
responded. Geologists from UGS (Utah Geological Survey)
were also notified and have been actively involved
monitoring the slide since day one.

The size and scope of the landslide quickly enlarged and
within a week, at the recommendation of geologists,
residents of three homes were given voluntary evacuation
notices from the city. The following day, geologists from
Weber County noticed additional cracks in the ground
behind the homes which prompted Riverdale City to issue
mandatory evacuation notices to insure the safety of the
residents. On that same day, | made contact with a church
leader in the Washington Terrace/Riverdale East Bench
area and about 150 volunteers turned out that evening to
help the residents move out of their homes. Many thanks to
those who assisted! Their efforts are greatly appreciated!

The amount of water flowing from the springs along the
slide area has been a constant concern for the city. The
city wanted to rule out any man induced water sources, and
quickly made several different types of checks and tests on
our water lines in the surrounding area to inspect for leaks.
Weber Basin Water Conservancy District and Washington
Terrace City were quickly notified and they began checking
their systems as well. Riverdale City and Weber Basin
Water also hired a contractor, specializing in finding leaks
with sophisticated listening equipment to check their lines in
the area around the landslide. Weber Basin Water did a
unigue test on the water coming from the springs at the
base of the landslide, to determine the DNA or origin of the
spring water. This particular test showed that the spring
water was from a different source than the culinary water
used in Washington Terrace and Riverdale City. All of
these tests show no evidence that culinary water is leaking
into the springs along the landslide.

Riverdale City paid for and had the three homes
inspected for asbestos. One of the homes was found to
have ashestos. The State EPA was contacted for help in
having the ashestos removed to no avail. Riverdale City
then hired a contractor and paid for the removal of the
asbestos in the interest of public safety.

Riverdale City also hired a contractor to complete a
geotechnical study using measuring equipment in front of
the affected homes. This is more long term analysis and is
being done to determine soil composition and stability of the
hillside. Drilling was done down to about 200 feet and
precision measuring equipment was installed to measure

water flow and movement of the hillside. Preliminary
information is now being received for the study which will
greatly help geologists as they monitor the landslide. Cost
to Riverdale City for the study was about $28,000. Our city
has reached out to many other state and federal agencies
for assistance, not finding a lot of immediate help! It should
be noted that cities do not make reparations or pay for
damages or losses that occur on private property.

The landslide is still very active and very dangerous. Itis
a threat to not only the three homes above the slide, but to
the road in front of the homes and other homes in the
neighborhood. Geologists tell us that the slide will continue
to enlarge until the slope of the hillside reaches a
comfortable position, about 45 degrees. Right now the
angle at the top of the slide is nearly vertical.

Some have suggested building a wall or drilling holes in
the hillside to drain the water. These ideas are neither
practical, affordable, nor possible with the dangerous
condition that currently exists on the hillside.

The affected residents, who live in the neighborhood,
have some very nice homes and are in a seemingly helpless
heart breaking situation. What can be done at this point to
stop the landslide is very limited. If you believe in a divine
power, | would suggest you pray for these folks and their
homes that the landslide might subside and their homes and
the road might be protected. If you're not into prayers,
please keep them in your best thoughts. We all need some
help with this onel!

Items not meeting requirements will not be picked up.
