Mayor Burrows called the meeting to order and welcomed all those present.  Councilor Hadden 
offered the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Burrows then read a 1984 quote from Chief Justice 
Warren Berger, U.S. Supreme Court, that upheld a Rhode Island challenge relative to display of a 
nativity scene.  This was followed by a Moment of Silence. 

 
Mayor’s Report
Mayor Burrows provided a status report on the river trail access.  He explained there have been a 
number of people concerned with trail access that have discussed this issue in conjunction with the 
fencing of the wetlands.  He stated this past week, a meeting was held - followed by a tour to the 
trail and the sites that have been recommended to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers for access to 
the trail.  He stated there were three options presented to the Corps, and staff has requested 
that at least two of those options be considered relative to permanent access.  He stated further 
discussion did entail limiting the access to one. 
 
Mayor Burrows stated he would request a public town meeting to receive input from the community 
as to their desires relative to trail access.  He stated Anna Sutton, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, 
and Pam Kramer, State Wildlife, were both present at this meeting and desire to attend a town 
meeting.  Discussion followed relative to an appropriate date and time for such a meeting. 
 
Motion Councilor Brough moved to schedule a public town meeting to be held January 26, 2005 

at 7:00 p.m. at the Community Center.  Councilor Gibby seconded the motion.  The 
motion passed unanimously.  
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Councilor Jenkins inquired if the Army Corps of Engineers was also open to some concept relative to 
a maintenance plan.  She stated it might be nice to show ideas for cleanup in concern areas at this 
same meeting. 
 
Mayor Burrows reported that the property plat illustrating one parcel at Ruby River has been 
correctly amended, signed and recorded. 
 
Mayor Burrows reported the Annual WACOG Dinner is being held on January 10, 2005.  He urged 
the Council to contact Mrs. Limburg or Ms. Mansell as to plans for attendance. 
 
Mayor Burrows reported on December 4 and December 11, 2004 – 1:00-4:00 p.m., there is a 
Trapper’s Christmas Dinner being held at Fort Buenaventura.  He stated the cost is $20 per 
person/or $35 per couple; and includes menu items such as elk and native berries in an authentic 
tepee setting. 
 
Mayor Burrows stated he is in receipt of a letter from citizens offering thanks to the Riverdale 
City Fire Department for their time and dedication during the recent CERT training completed on 
November 17, 2004.  He stated the letter compliments the staff on their knowledge and subject 
understanding, coupled with their professionalism; stating these assets made the course an 
outstanding opportunity to all those attending.  The citizens extended their gratitude for such an 
interesting, yet academic and practical, training that will continue to serve the community in the 
future.  Mayor Burrows stated indeed, the Fire Department has become an even more vital part of 
the community by offering this training.  He stated the staff is truly outstanding and appreciated. 
 
Chief Hoaldridge stated the Riverdale Fire Department is awaiting the State Designation for 
Emergency Medical Service provision.  He stated service is to begin Saturday morning (December 
11, 2004) at 12:01 a.m.  He stated the staff is well prepared, including necessary equipment. 
 
Council Representative – Mosquito Abatement Board 
Mayor Burrows stated he had received a letter informing him that Councilor Hadden’s term of 
office on the Board of Trustees of the Weber Mosquito Abatement District will expire December 
31, 2004.  He stated Councilor Hadden has proven to be an excellent board member, serving on 
many committees, and attending many classes.  Mayor Burrows stated the term of appointment 
would be 4 (four) years; and he would recommend reappointment of Councilor Hadden.  He offered 
clarification that even if Councilor Hadden does not plan to run again at the end of his Council 
election term, he can continue to serve on this Board. 
 
Councilor Hadden stated he would be happy to serve. 
 
Motion Councilor Haws moved to approve the reappointment of Councilor Hadden to serve on 

the Board of Trustees of the Weber Mosquito Abatement District.  Councilor Brough 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

 
Updating of the General Plan/4400 South zoning demarcation line 
Councilor Haws stated at the March 2, 2004 meeting, the City Council had made a motion to begin 
the General Plan review update and to declare that any applications in the areas affected by the 
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General Plan review and update be held for processing and review until such time of completion.  He 
stated a 90-day window timeframe was established.  Councilor Haws stated he wanted to make sure 
that his understanding at that point was looking specifically at the 4400 South area between 700 
and 900 West.  This subsequently included looking into and determining where to place a line of 
demarcation between commercial versus residential areas.   
 
Councilor Haws stated he wanted to ensure release of any restriction that may be left hanging out 
there.   Mayor Burrows stated in talked with Mr. Daily, he believes this item can be placed on the 
December 21, 2004 agenda to formally adopt the demarcation line; and then be able to release the 
window.  He offered thanks to Councilor Haws for catching this item that apparently had slipped 
through the cracks. 
 
Councilor Jenkins stated the Council had been given a draft proposal of a special overlay for this 
area as well, and inquired as to appropriate time for discussion.  Mr. Daily stated staff has never 
received any comments in regards to the special overlay area.  Mayor Burrows stated staff was in 
need of comments to return to the Planning Commission for their review.  He stated if the City 
Council has comments, he would encourage getting those to Mr. Daily. 
 
Common Consent Items 
 Approval of Meeting Minutes 
Mayor Burrows stated the Council has been presented with the minutes of the Regular and Closed 
Executive Session of November 3, 2004.  One amendment was distributed for review.  Councilor 
Haws pointed out an additional error regarding the motion on Resolution #33-2004 being included 
again in the wrong location. 
 
 Approval of Business License Applications 
Mayor Burrows explained the Council has been presented with one new business license.   
  
Motion Councilor Gibby moved to approve the consent items as presented, including the 

amendments to the November 3, 2004 minutes as presented.  Councilor Hadden 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

 
Consideration of Bids & Award of Contract/600 West Street Storm Drain Improvement 
Mayor Burrows stated due to the small dollar amount, the project is within budget and staff was 
able to approve this contract.  He stated as a result, this item has been removed from the agenda. 
 
Councilor Haws expressed concern that the letter from Gilson Engineering indicates an amount of 
$13,771; yet the bid results total $13,110.  He further inquired as to the actual bid tabulation, #10 
asphalt patching, and the quantity of one lump sum.  He stated the bid accepted by staff contained 
an amount of $1 in this location; yet the other contracts had hundreds of dollars in comparison. 
 
Mr. Moulding offered explanation that the contractor could know of a way to complete this without 
having to patch; or could be making up the difference elsewhere.  The Council expressed concern as 
to the need for a future Change Order. 
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Transportation Master Plan – Preliminary Report 
Mayor Burrows explained staff has recently received a draft preliminary of the Wilbur Smith & 
Associates Transportation Master Plan.  He stated Barry Banks and Alana Brand would like to make 
a brief presentation.  He encouraged the City Council to listen to the report, and study it for 30 
days; to be addressed at the January 4, 2005 meeting.  He stated at the February 19, 2005 
Strategic Planning session, the Council will have the opportunity to determine critical priorities. 
 
Barry Banks addressed the Mayor and Council.  He stated he is pleased to be able to complete this 
project for Riverdale City.  He made introduction of Alana Brand, Project Manager.  He explained 
that Wilbur Smith & Associates is an international planning and transportation firm; and he 
oversees the Utah Office. 
 
Ms. Brand gave a presentation on the Transportation Master Plan.  She stated the purpose was a 
six-month product to help serve transportation needs; including work flow, project initiation and 
data collection; analysis; master plan development; and master plan approval.  She stated the public 
involvement is a vital component of any transportation master plan.  Ms. Brand explained two public 
meetings were held:  (1) in July general comments and concerns as well as alternative 
recommendations were taken; and (2) in September alternatives were presented and public 
comment sought as to acceptability.  She stated there were specific areas that were identified and 
alternatives recommended. 
 
Ms. Brand addressed the 4400 South area, stating there has been an increase in volume, safety, 
line of sight and efficiency issues that have made it necessary to seek alternative solutions.  She 
stated thorough analysis, traffic engineering and modeling, were undertaken – and roundabouts are 
being recommended at Cozy Dale and Parker Drive for safety and efficiency.  She stated another 
recommendation is for a traffic light at 900 West and 4400 South (year 2020); and a roundabout 
at 700 West if dual wests are installed at Riverdale Road and 700 West.  She stated if not, the 
recommendation is for a signal.  She stated both would function very well at that intersection. 
 
Ms. Brand discussed the Ritter Drive area, stating this was the toughest traffic engineering 
problem that Wilbur Smith has seen.  She stated this small country road was not designed to hold 
the volume of traffic it currently sees, in combination with the congestion on Riverdale Road.  She 
discussed alternatives such as widening 1250 West to the standard width; connecting 1500 West to 
5175 South; and realigning 1500 West to meet up with the current signal at Riverdale Road.  She 
stated this would then allow Freeway Park Drive to become a T-intersection; and the report would 
then recommend extending 5715 South to Freeway Park Drive and installing a roundabout at that 
location.  She stated Ritter would then widen on the eastern end and a cul-de-sac be created on the 
western end; with a connecting road between the two.  Ms. Brand stated this proposal would allow 
for connection of the neighborhood, decrease volumes of traffic on Ritter Drive, and allow for all 
emergency vehicle access. 
 
Ms. Brand addressed the 700 West area, and various traffic calming solutions.  She stated this is a 
wide street with a 25 mph speed limit.  She stated consideration was given to all types of traffic 
calming efforts, and determined that a horizontal or narrowing concept would work best.  This 
would include striping a center line along the entire length, defining a two lane road; and would 
include installation of a class-two bike lane along each side.  This would leave room for parallel 
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parking, and she would recommend landscaped center medians be installed in-between intersections.  
Ms. Brand stated these add beauty to the neighborhood and provide the feel of a narrower road; 
thus slowing speed.  She stated there was the recommendation to raise the speed limit from 25mph 
to 30 mph, but this may not be necessary upon installation of the traffic calming ideas. 
 
Ms. Brand stated although it was not within their scope to look at the issues along Riverdale Road, 
during the analysis phase it was noted there are many unsignalized intersections.  She stated 1150 
West has significantly high accident rates, and hazardous left turns.  She stated the plan would 
recommend restricting a left hand turn from 1150 West by physically installing signage and barrier 
indicating “right-in” and “right-out” only.  She stated any other access points could utilize this same 
scenario. 
 
Ms. Brand addressed the 5-way intersection at Ritter Drive, South Weber Drive, 1050 West, 1150 
West, etc.  She stated this is an awkward, non-conforming intersection; specifically, when 
considering the current and projected volumes of traffic on Ritter Drive.  She stated it is 
estimated the Ritter leg will fail around 2010; and recommendation would be for a roundabout in 
this location (if there are no other changes).  She stated a larger roundabout would be necessary 
should the 1150 West portion remain open; smaller if closed (making it a 4-leg intersection). 
 
Ms. Brand discussed Pacific Avenue and 550 West, stating they had considered traffic volumes on 
300 West and Pacific Avenue.  She stated UDOT has already warranted a traffic signal at 550 
West, and development will be driven so this road would be constructed if and when development 
occurs.  She stated traffic conditions in the distant future could warrant a roundabout at the 300 
West and Pacific intersection.  
 
Ms. Brand discussed non-conforming signs at Highland Drive and Cherry Drive (Yield/No stop for 
Right Turns).  She stated these should be removed and a two-way stop installed with preference 
given to those coming up from Cherry Drive due to the grade in the winter.  She further stated the 
Radar Enforced signage on Ritter Drive should be removed, as that is no longer a service. 
 
Ms. Brand discussed population projections for Riverdale being calculated at 11,000 by the year 
2030.   
 
Ms. Brand referenced transit, stating both current and future UTA routes that affect Riverdale 
were considered.  She stated in order to increase; it is recommended that local shuttle service be 
implemented to service 7 stops throughout the City.  She stated UTA leases vans through van pools, 
and could have 1-2 vans that would shuttle residents around to various stops; therefore, enabling 
better transit access.   She stated in the future, a high frequency bus could run from the Ogden to 
the Roy Commuter Station.  She stated these could run in the morning and in the evening for about 
two hours; and each stop would be within ½ mile walking distance for most residents.   
 
Ms. Brand stated currently, there are two bicycle routes within Riverdale (Class 1 along Weber 
River; and Class 2 on River Park Drive).  She stated in looking at the Wasatch Front Long Range 
Plan, she would agree with the recommendation for the Class 2 bike lane on 700 West and Class 3 on 
South Weber Drive.  She stated this could also facilitate the addition of the Class 2 connection to 
Class 1, and Ritter Drive connecting to Riverdale Road via Freeway Park Drive. 
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Ms. Brand referenced sidewalk completions, stating most are complete.  There are a few segments 
on 700 West that could also add to traffic calming uniformity.  She stated there are two sections 
on Parker Drive, and sidewalk would be included on the southern side of Ritter – should it be 
widened. 
 
Ms. Brand stated she has merely provided a summary of the Transportation Improvement Plan.  She 
stated for the first 5 years, the plan tries to provide very detailed totals of how the Capital 
Improvement Plan may appear.  She stated this is a very fluid plan, and all cost estimates include 
both equipment and labor. 
 
Ms. Brand stated Wilbur Smith likes to leave a set of goals and policies to use for future 
transportation decision making.  She stated the final plan will be sent after corrections and 
comments have been approved.  Mayor Burrows stated he would like the Council to bring back any 
comments to the January 4, 2005 meeting; and inquired as to estimated timeframe for delivery of 
the plan document.  Ms. Brand stated it should not take long, and inquired as to desired format.  
Mayor Burrows stated he feels a written copy would be beneficial; and to include one electronic 
version on CD.  He further requested copies be provided for the Planning Commission.  Discussion 
followed relative to time frame, with Mayor Burrows stating perhaps consideration could be pushed 
to the January 18, 2005 agenda.   
 
Mayor Burrows stated he appreciates the presentation.  Councilor Jenkins inquired if the final 
document will contain this presentation.  Ms. Brand stated her entire presentation is contained 
within the plan, including documentation for findings as reached. 
 
Councilor Haws inquired as to whether the document includes how many people attended the 
meetings.  Mr. Banks stated the report includes meeting minutes, but attendance rosters could also 
be added.  Councilor Haws stated he would like to see this information included.  He stated he got 
the impression that problems with Ritter Drive were more the residents heading up the street than 
down.  Mr. Banks stated this area appears to be equal. 
 
Mayor Burrows inquired if Mr. Banks or Ms. Brand could come back in January to address the 
“meat” of the plan.  He stated discussion is difficult now without being able to look at the research 
and documentation included.  Mr. Banks stated they would be happy to attend.  He further 
suggested the option of an informal work session, stating they could accommodate any format.   
 
Future Road considerations – River Glen Lot #128 
Mayor Burrows explained the former City Council had felt that if the property of the River Glen 
Subdivision were to develop, it would be necessary to have internal circulation ability.  Such 
provision was designated in a motion for the City to retain the right to purchase Lot #128 for a 
future road.  Mayor Burrows stated staff is now asking this Council as to whether they have 
interest in acquiring this particular lot to be able to access the adjacent property to the north 
(former Doman property).  He stated asking price is about $50,000 for an improved lot.
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Councilor Jenkins inquired as to whether the City would be giving up access if the development were 
to change, and whether there is the need to further revisit the issue for future considerations.  
Mr. Daily stated he feels there will be some access on Parker Drive for a future trailhead.   He 
stated there is the option to take off the trailhead and head south into some property to 
accomplish the same thing.  Discussion followed regarding access issues and future park 
considerations. 
 
Mayor Burrows stated this would basically create the same scenario as the Cinedome Theater, or 
driving through a parking lot to get to a subdivision.  He provided another scenario such as the 
Golden Spike Park, or driving through a parking lot at the end of a subdivision.  He stated he cannot 
imagine coming into a subdivision through a parking lot, as he feels this to be cumbersome and 
creating a traffic hazard for those using the parking lot. 
 
Mr. Daily stated part of the issue is the adjacent property.  He stated James & Julie Purin had 
purchased this property from Doman in January.  He stated he had recommended they talk to 
Great Basin Engineering in regards to public improvements, utilities, soils testing, etc.  He stated he 
also recommended they get with the Army Corps of Engineers to have the property delineated and 
see what issues exist pertaining to sensitive areas and issues.   
 
Mayor Burrows stated he would recommend the Council hold off on a decision this evening.  He 
discussed relative trails and wetlands delineation, stating he feels a normal situation in a 
development is to provide access.  He stated he would recommend letting the property owner 
decide how to develop this area and return with a proposal.  He stated Mr. Daily would be the staff 
to work with on this issue. 
 
Councilor Brough inquired if the property owner is aware of other issues such as elevation and 
sewer.  Mr. Daily stated the owner has talked about elevation issues and possibly having soil brought 
into the area.  Discussion followed regarding Lot #128, with the Council stating one lot further 
down would have alleviated drainage and elevation issues. 
 
Mr. Daily stated this issue is time sensitive for Norm Frost, as he has a potential buyer who would 
like to purchase and place a home on the lot.  Mayor Burrows asked that the Purin’s work 
expeditiously with staff to come to a conclusion.  Mr. Purin stated he feels like he is in a position 
where he cannot deny, yet cannot let this window to his property go in fear that he may need it in 
the future.  Mayor Burrows requested the Council hold off on a decision this evening, in all fairness 
to providing time for the Doman property owner to work with staff. 
 
Councilor Jenkins referenced the original motion that requested this lot be held open because of 
potential use for a stub street.  Inquiry was raised as to time scenario, with Mr. Daily stating Mr. 
Frost had a buyer.  Mr. Hansen stated the City had the first right of refusal, and the developer was 
aware and is now inquiring if they would like to exercise said right.  He stated he feels Mr. Brooks 
should coordinate with Mr. Daily to determine legal options.  He stated if the City has the ability to 
preserve deferring, they could potentially grant the owner of the Doman property additional time.  
It was determined this agenda item will return upon recommendation and direction from Mr. Daily.

Riverdale City Council

Public Hearing & Resolution #35-2004 amending the FY 2005 Budget 
Mr. Fortie explained that Fire Chief Illum has identified some funding sources in the form of 
grants to pursue for the purchase of emergency medical service equipment.  He stated State Law 
requires amendment to allow spending of that money, and this public hearing is part of the required 
process.  Mr. Fortie stated the budget amendment would allow the City to take advantage of grants 
available from several sources, and result in ultimate cost savings to Riverdale taxpayers. 
 
Mayor Burrows called the Public Hearing to order at 7:22 p.m.  He affirmed that proper proof of 
publication had been given.   
 
Motion There being no public comment forthcoming, Councilor Gibby moved to close the public 

hearing.  Councilor Brough seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  The 
hearing closed at approximately 7:23 p.m. 

 
Motion Councilor Gibby moved for approval of Resolution #35-2004 amending the budget for 

the City of Riverdale for Fiscal Year 2005 (July 1, 2004 – June 30, 2005).  Seconded by 
Councilor Brough.    
 
Roll call vote. Councilor Hadden, Yes; Councilor Brough, Yes; Councilor Gibby, Yes; 
Councilor Haws, Yes; and Councilor Jenkins, Yes.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 
Public Hearing & Resolution #36-2004 adopting the Water Conservation Plan 
Mr. Moulding explained the Water Conservation started back in 1999 in response to Legislative 
requirement.  He stated update of the Plan is then required every 5 years thereafter.  He stated 
the proposed update is similar to the 1999 Plan, but includes updated data that is continually being 
refined.  Staff would recommend adoption. 
 
Mayor Burrows stated he would like to compliment Mr. Moulding in that even though drought 
conditions exist and the City has experienced a 2% growth, there has been a 2.2% decrease in 
water use.   
 
Councilor Hadden stated discussion has taken place about penalizing excessive use, and 
complimenting under use.  He expressed concern regarding under use and how this number will be 
determined.  He stated some people have small lots which will not use much water as compared to 
those who have larger lots and will use more.  Mr. Moulding stated he feels those are challenges for 
the City Council.  He stated they did adopt a rate structure that rewards lower users while at the 
same time hit those that wasted water in the pocketbook.  He stated he does feel that has helped 
conservation.  Mr. Moulding stated there is always the option for the City Council to implement 
some new strategy to assist in conserving even more water.  He offered clarification there is no 
built in factor based on lot size or even family size. 
 
Mr. Brooks offered legal clarification that there were only certain criteria required as part of the 
Water Conservation Plan.  He stated there is the existing need to adopt the time of day watering 
ordinance; which is an easy way to identify violations.  He continued that other things were basically 
informational type issues, including flyers and advertisement encouraging water conservation.  He 
stated issues relative to punishment are not included within the resolution as proposed.   
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Discussion followed regarding the “should versus will” theory, with Council Hadden referencing the 
two different rate structures.  Mr. Moulding stated those are recommendations from the State.  
Councilor Hadden stated he is questioning that language should be based upon lot size, and there is 
the need for some type of determination.  He stated the plan should be inclusive rather than 
waiting until the day discrepancies are pointed out, and he would like details worked out prior to 
making it some type of official document to consider in the future.   
 
Mayor Burrows stated there are some circumstances that may require a greater use, and 
therefore, by no fault of your own, there would be punishment.  He stated if the Council desires to 
amend, there needs to be consensus as to one viewpoint or another to proceed.  He stated he feels 
it would be most difficult to manage going out and obtaining square footage and/or family member 
numbers from different residents in order to determine this use.  He stated his thinking is that 
this would almost be better addressed on a case by case basis if consistent high usage by a certain 
resident becomes noticeable. 
 
Councilor Gibby suggested leeway could be built into the rate to modify based on circumstances.  
Councilor Jenkins inquired if it would be impossible to create some type of models.  She stated 
there is not the need to survey the entire City, but “norms” could be created.  Mr. Moulding stated 
he feels this could easily be done, and then leniencies would not be partial nor biased.  He stated 
this would entail changing the fee structure, and not necessarily the Water Conservation Plan.  He 
stated the plan is a fluid document, requiring update every 5 years.  He stated the City, however, 
could choose to update the plan each year. 
 
Mr. Hansen stated he feels the tiered rate structures are commonly used in public utilities.  
Discussion followed regarding a higher rate for those who are above the target range, with Mr. 
Hansen stating that would be the threshold in the rate structure.  Mr. Brooks stated the resolution 
does not address these factors which are strictly recommendations or ideas from the State.  He 
clarified they do not have to be included in the resolution, as the desire is to ensure education to 
residents and to set a rate structure.  He stated he would see the need to first obtain information 
and then address these concerns in the future.  He stated the Council is straining over something 
that is already enforced and practiced, and his legal counsel would be to continue to evaluate 
progress and adjust the rate structure accordingly. 
 
Mayor Burrows called the Public Hearing to order at 7:42 p.m.  He affirmed that proper proof of 
publication had been given.   
 
Motion There being no public comment forthcoming, Councilor Gibby moved to close the public 

hearing.  Councilor Brough seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  The 
hearing closed at approximately 7:43 p.m. 

 
Motion Councilor Haws moved for approval of Resolution #36-2004 adopting a Plan for 

increasing the efficient use of water for Riverdale City; and adopting the Water 
Conservation Plan as presented.  Seconded by Councilor Brough.    
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Discussion followed regarding the suggestion to change the wording to reflect a higher rate for 
water usage above the targeted range, and lower to clarify that people are paying tiered rates.  
Councilor Haws stated he does not agree, as this is the plan that may or may not get around to 
making specific changes to the rate structure that would implement those items within the plan.  He 
stated the wording in the specific section does not impact current rates; and if the Council were to 
decide to make a change to the rates specifically to implement this plan, something could be done at 
that time.  He stated he does not feel leaving the language the way it is to be a problem, and feels 
it can be read both ways due to the ambiguous language. 
 
Call to Question 

Roll call vote. Councilor Brough, Yes; Councilor Gibby, Yes; Councilor Haws, Yes; Councilor 
Jenkins, Yes; and Councilor Hadden, Yes.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 
Ordinance #640 repealing Ordinance #380 and #436 
Mr. Hansen explained efforts to obtain favorable financing through the RDA have precipitated 
amendments in areas 1 and 2.  He stated legal counsel has advised there have been amendments and 
changes in the statute which would be benefited by updating the rules governing the participation 
and preference to owners and relocation assistance rules and guidelines.  He stated the City Council 
is to repeal Ordinances #380 and #436 in favor of having a subsequent action by the RDA Board to 
adopt updated language in preserving the interests of those who are property owners within an RDA 
area. 
 
Mr. Hansen stated with regard to relocation rules and assistance, there is language that has been 
updated in the State Code relative to the purpose of which is to establish a uniform policy for the 
fair and equitable treatment of persons displaced by acquisition of real property in RDA project 
areas by condemnation.  He stated although this is not really an issue, and does not appear that it 
will become an issue – staff recommends following RDA counsel guidance to rescind those two 
ordinances and consider favorable adoption of the resolution during the RDA Board meeting 
following. 
 
Inquiry was raised regarding the changes as proposed.  Mr. Hansen explained the changes are 
proposed to come into compliance or bring current with the 2001 update to the RDA Statute.  He 
stated these original ordinances were adopted in 1989 at the time of RDA Area 1 creation.  
Councilor Brough inquired as to why the ordinances are being repealed in the City Council and then 
adopted by the RDA.  Mr. Hansen stated that is a technical legal question and guarantee associated 
with the process of amendment.  He stated legal counsel has advised the City Council needs to take 
this action now prior to RDA Board actions to update these same guidelines.  
 
Motion Councilor Brough moved for approval of Ordinance #640 repealing Ordinance #380 and 

Ordinance #436, regarding approval and adoption of rules governing participation and 
preference by owners, operators of businesses and tenants within Redevelopment 
Project Areas.  Councilor Hadden seconded the motion.  

 
Roll call vote.  Councilor Gibby, Yes; Councilor Haws, Yes; Councilor Jenkins, Yes; 
Councilor Hadden, Yes; and Councilor Brough, Yes.  The motion passed unanimously. 
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RDA Board Meeting 
At this time, Mayor Burrows proposed to recess the City Council in favor of the RDA meeting 
agenda and to address those items of public interest.  He stated the public could then be excused, 
and consideration be given to the Closed Executive Sessions as outlined. 
 
Motion Councilor Brough moved to adjourn from the regular City Council meeting and reconvene 

as the Redevelopment Agency Board at approximately 8:16 p.m.  Seconded by Councilor 
Hadden.  The motion passed unanimously.    

 
Regular Council meeting reconvened at 9:24 p.m. 
 
Discretionary Business 
 Safety Committee Variance - River Glen Lot #38  
Councilor Haws stated he had read the minutes of the Safety Committee Meeting which indicated a 
variance had been granted on River Glen Lot #38.  Mr. Daily explained this variance was granted by 
John Geilmann and resolved a major issue between two lot owners. 
 
Concern was expressed that this type of action should fall under the powers of the Board of 
Adjustment.  Mayor Burrows stated he has the ability to designate a Zoning Coordinator (Randy 
Daily) to grant a variance.  Councilor Haws stated he merely wanted to ensure the variance was 
granted properly and according to procedure.  Mr. Daily assured him the 10’ variance was granted 
appropriately. 
 
 Committee Issues 
Mr. Hansen stated there has been discussion to change the name of the Safety Committee to the 
Risk Management Committee; as that is the more commonly used term.  Councilor Haws inquired as 
to committees that function with the City, and inquired if they are administrative or formed by 
policy or ordinance.  Mr. Hansen stated he believes the Safety Committee was established by 
ordinance, and the name change will come back before the Council. 
 
Councilor Jenkins inquired as to the Economic Development Team, stating this is a formed 
committee and she would like to obtain the minutes.  Mayor Burrows stated this is not a committee, 
but merely individuals asked to update the Mayor and look at various issues within the City on a 
monthly basis.  He stated there had only been two meetings to date, and the purpose is to keep the 
Mayor in the loop. 
 
Councilor Haws stated in October 2003, the Board of Adjustment was nominated to staggering 
terms.  He inquired as to those being nominated for only one year having expired terms.  Mayor 
Burrows stated the term of appointment goes to January 1; however, there will most likely be some 
individuals in need of reappointment. 
 
 Administrative Report 
Councilor Haws expressed concern as to the fact he would have thought the fact that request for 
bids for the 600 West Storm Drain project should be included as part of the monthly 
administrative report. 
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Mr. Hansen stated the bullet items are a matter of department head selection, and it is unknown as 
to why this specific project was not highlighted. 
 
Executive Session 
Mayor Burrows asked for a motion to go into an executive session for the sole purpose of discussing 
the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual pursuant to 
Utah Code Annotated §52-4-5(1)(a)(i). 
 
Motion Councilor Gibby moved to enter into an closed executive session for the sole purpose of 

discussing the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an 
individual pursuant to Utah Code Annotated §52-4-5(1)(a)(i).  Seconded by Councilor 
Brough. 

 
Roll call vote. Councilor Haws, Yes; Councilor Jenkins, Yes; Councilor Hadden, Yes; 
Councilor Brough, Yes; and Councilor Gibby, Yes.  The motion passed unanimously.
